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Instructions regarding the format, binding, composition and language of the Doctoral Thesis

1. Medium: A copy shall be turned in both paper and electronic form.
2. Format: The format of the Thesis copy shall preferably be in A4 size and electronic.
3. Binding: The Thesis copies must be correctly bound with a hard cover. 
Cover: Mandatory information that must be included, on the Thesis’s cover:

- Doctoral Thesis
- Thesis title
- Author’s name and surname specifying their title. 
- Centre where the Thesis will be defended.
- Year
· Back: mandatory information that must be included, on the back of the Thesis: 

- Author’s name and surname 
- Thesis title
- Year
4. Recommended Style: Printing on each side of the page is recommended
5. Formal Structure:
· First page: The same concepts on the cover should be displayed.

· Second page:

- Name of the centre where the Thesis was elaborated. 

- Thesis title
- Author’s name and surname, specifying any previous academic titles.

- Thesis Supervisor’s name and surname(s); should a Co-Supervisor exist, their name should also appear with that of the Supervisor’s. If the Supervisor does not belong to the UIMP (all of the professors that teach in the Masters’ Programs belong to the UIMP) the first and surname of an assigned Tutor must be included.

· Third page: the destination, in this case, the acknowledgements that the author wishes to express. 

· General table of contents: Below the summary, the table of contents, each chapter, section, and subsection in the Thesis is mentioned.
· List of symbols, abbreviations, and acronyms: if there are any; should be placed in an order that is considered to be convenient. 
· Tables and Figures: if there are any, they should be placed in an order that is considered to be convenient. 

6. Body of the Thesis: The body of the Thesis should start with an introduction about the idea, the current status of the discipline related to the thesis and explain the progression of said knowledge. The end of the body should include the conclusions that the Doctorate student has reached as well as possible suggestions and future developments of the idea, indicating the absolute original parts of the work. 
7. Bibliography: After the last chapter, and before the appendix, if there is one, under the title BIBLIOGRAPHY, all of the publications used in this study and development of the Thesis must be listed. The bibliography will be adapted to the most frequently used norms of each specialty.
8. Appendix: Should it exist.

9. Thesis Composition and Presentation in languages different from Spanish: The Doctoral student may compose and present the Doctoral Thesis in Spanish or any other language, as long as it is authorised by an expert authority (Doctoral Commission, Academic Commission for Masters’ Degrees, etc. relating to the respective study and the regulative norms of the Doctoral Studies).

When the copies of the thesis are written in a different language apart from Spanish, an independent summary of the thesis in Spanish must be turned in as well.
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
